
 The Incarnation 
        The moment that Yahweh (God) became man.  Divinity becomes 

humanity.  It’s called the incarnation.  YAHWEH takes on human 

flesh!  That’s not normal! 

        We live in a world where the paranormal (scientifically impossible 

to explain) phenomena has gone viral.  You find in on the web, in the 

movies, Walking Dead and Super Hero TV series and even in Licking 

County with articles in the Advocate as “ghost hunters” seek encounters of the paranormal.   

And this is not new for Christ followers and is certainly a part of the Christian experience.  The Bible is 

replete with the scientifically impossible to explain.   Was Jesus a ghost when He exited the tomb?  He obviously 

went out of the way to convince His disciples otherwise.  He presented His hands and side to Thomas in the 

upper room and invited him to stick his fingers in the holes (Luke 24:36-40) yet seemed to appear among them 

even with the windows and doors shut.  He prepared and ate a meal with Peter and two other disciples after the 

resurrection but after another paranormal experience of nets overflowing with fish.   

Had Jesus been a ghost at the resurrection, why would He have needed to roll away the stone?  Why 

would He tell Mary not touch His body?  Why would not His body still be lying in the tomb inside the shroud – 

ghosts don’t need bodies? 

But Jesus is the Son of God.  He is paranormal because He created scientist and is the Lord of all 

creation.  He is the Master and it will take faith to believe and trust Him for who He said He was!  Note some of 

His demonstrations that defy scientific explanation.  He appeared and vanished at will (Luke 24: 30-36), He 

entered rooms though locked doors (John 20:19 & 26), He evidenced control over nature (John 21: 1-6), He 

accurately foretold the future (John 21:17-25), He could be with familiar friends and not be recognized until he 

chose to be (Luke 24: 13-31), He displayed telepathic ability in knowing the content of conversations which took 

place when he was not present (John 20: 24-29) and He healed the sick, caused the blind to see, the lame to walk, 

the leper to be cleansed, cast out demonic spirits, and yes, even raised people from the dead.  

At one point even His disciples doubted as Luke 24:37 records, “They were terrified and affrighted, and 

supposed that they had seen a spirit” (Luke 24:37). A prominent unbeliever and persecutor of Christians 

encountered a paranormal experience on his way to persecute Christians in Damascus when a blinding light 

claiming to be Jesus stopped him.  He converted to become a believer. 

The mystery of God is wrapped in the beauty and innocence of a 

newborn baby!  Christmas is short for Christ mass (a worship experience!   

We NEED reminders regularly of the phenomenal supernatural God 

whose love for us expands the universe!  Don’t miss this mini–Advent 

sermon series, “The Transition from Deity to Humanity.”
